INITIAL TREATMENT INSTRUCTIONS: 
 
1. Select a well-ventilated outdoor area protected from wind and lay out the clothing to be treated (as complete 

outfit; shirt, trousers and socks). 
2. Hold can upright about 6 to 8 inches from surface of the article and spray with a slow sweeping motion to 

lightly moisten the surface of the fabric.
